Bike Clothing and Gear 

Bicycle, sunblock, tire repair kit,   2 extra tubes, helmet, long and short fingered gloves, under the helmet hat,  

shoes,  socks, shorts, jerseys, riding jacket, long sleeved jersey, tights or leg warmers ,a thin wind breaker and 

booties if you have them.

30 miles west of Denver off I-70 

Take I-70 to exit 232, (Empire/Granby exit) 

From the East: veer left to the stop sign, Cross Rte. 40 and follow the signs to the Easter Seals Camp. 

From the West: go around the cloverleaf and head toward Empire.  Turn left just after you cross the bridge over I-70. 

Everyone: take a left on the overpass just before the entrance ramp to Westbound I-70.  Cross I-70 to the south side of 

the freeway.   Enter the driveway and follow the dirt road to the main office.
