From Denver -Travel Highway 36 north 
of Denver, exit Superior / Louisville exit.  Head north on 
McCaslin, at the 4th traffic light, make a left on Centennial 
Parkway. From Ft Collins – I25 to Diagonal, south on 95th, 
west on Hoover (S. Blder rd), south on McCaslin, left at 1.8 
miles on Centennial Pky.  From Gunbarrel, Louisville and 
Boulder, ride your bike!
